Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 10th September 2020.
Minutes Zoom Meeting 
Thursday 10th September at 7pm
Members Present: Chair C Wilton, Vice Chair J Shepherd, Councillors, A Carne, D Dyer, I Green, A Fairhurst, B Lingard, and I Murray. 
Others present:  16 members of the public, some not identifiable. 
Open forum:-  
Lord and Lady Edgcumbe would like to discuss letter from Lyn Reid to the Estate which should have been addressed to himself as the land owner. Lord Edgcumbe stated, that he backed Peter Blake and have great respect for his work and very disappointed with her letter and do not agree with the contents. 
Tonny Steenhagen would like to discuss Item 12. The Rame Head application, the following of procedures, the correct handling of possible interest, acting in the public interest. Mr Steenhagen quoted the Nolan principles. Does the Council realise the seriousness of issue raised recently and the Councils reputation is at stake. Why hasn’t the Council made this a provident item on this agenda? Why has the council not been specific on agenda item 12? When will the council answer my 26 questions? Will the council call an extraordinary meeting on this item alone? 
Roger Collins phoned in with his questions. The agenda states there is a zoom meeting but there will not be a public meeting this needs to be clear. Are the buoys going to be restored next season? What did the Parish Council do for the community re COVID- 19?
19. Apologies for Absence: - Apologies received from Cllr L Wilton and Cornwall Cllr G Trubody, accepted by the Council. 
20. Declaration of interests from Councillors on agenda items: - Item 12 Chairman C Wilton. 
21. County Councillors report: - None received. 

22. Chairman’s announcements (for report only):- Chair reported that both Kim Devonshire and Grace Redman had now resigned from the Parish Council, letters of thanks to the Council were read out from both Kim and Grace. 
Record a letter of thanks and send thanks to both Kim and Grace. There has been a rejection of the application for the plans for a new development near the war memorial. The open market dwelling at Forder has been refused. The TRO has gone live on the 14th August. Enforcement tickets have now been issued to cars parking on the road to Forder.  Planning and standards training needs to be carried out for the new Cllrs within the first six months of taking office.
23. Welcome new Councillors, declarations, register of interests and acceptance of office received:- New Cllrs have signed and completed forms and are now official members. 
24. Does the Council want to adopt the Unreasonable Customer Behaviour Policy?:- Cllr J Shepherd agreed to the Council signing this document because of the unreasonable vexatious behaviour recently and this has been approved and supported by Cornwall Council. Proposed by Chairman C Wilton and seconded by Cllr A Carne and unanimously agreed by the Council. 
25. Does the council wish to instruct Cormac to produce the plans and cost estimates for the traffic calming measures previously agreed, for Watergate and the top of Fore Street? Proposed by Cllr A Carne and seconded by Cllr D Dyer all in favour which was unanimously agreed by Council. 
26. How is the Council going to manage the parking problems throughout the Rame Peninsula: - email received from Peter re Jackmans meadow email received from Paul and Karen:- Cllr B Lingard is hoping with the new proposed car parking at Fourlanesend should help with the parking situation. 
Cllr I Murray reported that cars outside the area are parking in Green Park. Cllr A Carne reported maybe the problem is, the sign has been missing from the top of fore street. Report to Paul Allen (highways Officer)  the sign needs to be reinstated. Action Clerk. The letter received from Peter Cade re Tregantle unfortunately this is outside our parish and out of our control. Ask Anthony if the car park could be better sign posted. Action Clerk Cllr I Green reported that the long stay parking is not being managed or enforced and is being abused. Cllr D Dyer asked if it could be changed to loading and unloading only. Cllr I Murray said this is the same for the parking at Victoria Park, it is being abused with people just leaving their cars, should be used for short stay only. The Chairman said that we will try to manage the parking as best as we can. 
27. The future of the swim buoys and how we are going to operate: - Clerk reported that Cattewater have indicated that they probably won’t be taking the buoys on next season. The Councillors agreed to suspend the meeting to let Jon Kidd speak re the Buoys. 
Jon reported that he is more than happy to manage the swim buoys going forward to find a solution with Cattewater. 
Chairman reopened meeting and proposed that Jon take on the swim buoys, councillors unanimously agreed. 
28. Commercial waste management:- Clerk reported that she had received several complaints regarding holiday home owners using the domestic waste collection for their commercial waste. This has been reported to Cornwall Council. It has been difficult since the Victoria Pound waste disposal unit had been closed. If anyone is seen disposing commercial waste as domestic waste, please report to Cornwall Council or the Clerk. 
29. Letter received regarding pollution:- Cllr J Shepherd stated that he felt appalled at the letter received accused farmer of acting in an unprofessional way, and quoted “illegal farming practices”. They need to work with the farmers it is out of order. Cllr A Carne felt they should be looking at a way of remedying this and not being abusive. Chairman C Wilton said he has took advice from Cornwall Council Standards and doesn’t have to declare an interest. He states this is libellous and disgusting. The Council has no right to interfere with or dictate how a private business is run. It has been reported that water is running down from Maker Heights during heavy rain fall. This is purely down to weather with heavy down pours. Cllr B Lingard said that it would be good to work together to solve the problem. It is proposed that the letter be dismissed. Cllr A Carne said that this is nothing new, this area has always flooded. Cllr I Murray agreed. Cllr B Lingard suggested that we should have a discussion with people involved because of the danger of slippage. 
30. Complaint received:- Chairman Chris Wilton left the room. Vice Chair J Shepherd reported on the letter received from Tonny Steenhagen. Firstly the letter talks about the pre application up at Rame in 2016 we don’t get involved in pre apps or the decisions. August 2020 the Case officer, did not feel was able to make the decision by herself so asked if it could go to full planning committee, the full planning committee take into account all aspects of the planning decision not just the harm on the AONB, this application carries a agricultural tie. We were also accused of being inconsistent referring to the planning application at Forder which was turned down. They are two totally different applications, there is no agricultural tie with the Forder application and it was rejected for that reason also it was on a green field site. He also talks about miss information being spread, in an aggressive manner, this time aimed at Cornwall Council. He then has a personal dig at me which I take an objection too, he said what he heard at the meeting could be construed as misleading as the Parish Council mention that the majority of the locals were supportive of the development, which is a true statement and still is a true statement the vast majority are in favour. He talks about the comments on the website, many of the comments on the website were non material and aimed at the Chairman and quite vindictive and personal, we can only deal with material planning consideration. The next comment is laughable it said the County Councillors and Vice chair went onto ride rough shod over the substantial professional opinion of the case officer by arguing that the visual impact wasn’t as great or indicated and even exaggerated. I was allowed to speak for three minutes before being cut off, there were 14 Cornwall Councillors at that meeting. The planning meeting itself went on for 90 minutes, where I had three minutes of talking time. He talks about the young female officer who was thrown professionally under a bus by Cornwall Council colleagues, the lady in question is actually the senior planning officer and recently just taken a promotion. She has a massive background in planning and has worked her way up. It was implied that she was some junior who got ridden rough shod also he then goes on and has digs at the Parish Council and how they rushed this application through and held no public meeting. There was no public meeting because we were under government Covid restrictions, and was agreed by Parish Council. We did not have the capability at that time to do a Zoom meeting. The notice was on the notice boards, we also informed people to respond via Cornwall Councils website and a lot of people did respond. The meeting was put on the website with the comments from the Council and their reasons. He then talks about, how we never made it clear, the applicant is the chair of MWRPC and what role the father of the chair played. He implied that somehow Chris and Lyndon were involved in this planning application, they were not, either before, during or after the application. He also said that it wasn’t mentioned that the Parish Council was at a weakened strength. The planning committee that act with delegated authority was quorate, at full strength. There were another stuff posted on line that there were only two people voted, that wasn’t the case, five councillors voted. Four in favour and one abstention. He also goes on to say that CC were against the case officer. CC is a group of senior planning officers who listen to the AONB officer then have a very thorough debate of the implications, they don’t have to follow the AONB advice or the advice of the case officer. I believe the compliant has no merit whatsoever. I would like to put it to the council for their views. 

Cllr A Carne asked if Mr Steenhagen has listen to everything we have said and agrees then it can be dismissed. 
Cllr I Green said that she agrees with all that was said and would be happy to dismiss it. 

Cllr A Fairhurst agreed to dismiss.
Cllr I Murray agreed to dismiss.

Cllr D Dyer agreed to dismiss and wishes that it wasn’t so aggressive and vindictive, we are all volunteers and care about our parish and are not here to be abused. 

Cllr R Lingard said she felt it was a complicated application and outside of her remit. She made her decision based on what she had read and a site visit. It wasn’t something that was done lightly. Maybe we shouldn’t say dismiss, just that it has been noted. 
Cllr J shepherd said this can’t be just noted as there is such a lot in that letter that isn’t correct. 

The Clerk read out a statement:-
The Parish Council followed all relevant guidance issued by Cornwall Council and the government during the Covid – 19 pandemic, in meeting its obligations during lockdown. Proposed by Cllr J Shepherd seconded by Cllr D Dyer agreed by Council that we have followed guidelines to the best of our knowledge. 
Chairman was asked to come back into the meeting. 

31. Traffic calming at St Andrews Road:- referring to a letter received from Karen Cree regarding traffic calming. Cllr I Green agreed that cars do speed down the road. Council agreed there isn’t anything that we could ask Cormac to do. This will be noted and monitored. 
32. Approve minutes 12th March 2020, the last public held meeting:- Proposed by Vice Chair J Shepherd and seconded by Cllr Dawn Dyer unanimously agreed by the Council that the minutes are a true and accurate record. 
33. Matters arising from the minutes 12th March 2020. 

Min ref 6:- Memorial plaque for three men who drowned in the bay in 1968, Cllr I Murray said this will be put back until next year. The plaque is hoping to go on the Manse wall, with maybe a parade in the square. 
Min ref 7:- Quotes received for the coin operated toilets.  Too expensive.
Min ref 8:- Water turbine power generation. Defer
Min ref 9:- Waste management – removal of recycling banks. Letter of complaint sent to Cornwall Council.
Min ref 10:- Does the Council agree to purchase a new notice board for outside the post office. Done 
Min ref 11:- Does the Council agree for the clerk to apply for a debit card to be able to pay invoices and staffing costs, via internet banking. Done

(a) Traffic & Roads Vice Chair JS:- When are the yellow lines on New road going to be done. Action Clerk. Cllr B Lingard, it has been noticed since Covid the school has introduced a staggered pick up scheme, which has been working so well to reduce traffic, we have asked the school before lock down, if this could be implemented but this was turned down. 
(b) Footpaths:-  Cllr I Murray to report on footpaths. Cllr B Lingard stated the footpaths cuttings were stopped because of CC guidance. But will be cut by the end of August. The play park was cut really quickly which is not usually cut by us and had received complaints. We were acting in good faith so that the park could be used.

(d) Leisure & Recreation/Coombe Park:- None Cllr A Carne to report on Leisure and recreation. Gary has repaired the step. Clerk has stated that Gary doesn’t want to carry out anymore repairs on the park.

We worked together with Café abundance and CHAT. £7000 was raised to help with people in crisis. 120 food boxes were handed out. As a community we worked together with Peninsula Trust.
