Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 10th May 2018.
The Institute, Kingsand.

Report from Kate Atkinson. 

The Rame Group Practice has provided primary care services from Coombe End Surgery for many years, and the completion of the move of medical services to Millbrook feels like the end of an era, and the beginning of a new chapter.  The practice remains committed to providing excellent medical care to the people of the Rame peninsula and believe that the move to larger premises, a short distance from Coombe End Surgery, will enable us to do this.  We appreciate that there may be some sadness about the move.  Millbrook surgery with adjacent parking and a larger number of clinical rooms gives us the opportunity to improve on some aspects of Coombe End Surgery that were frustrating to the community. We look forward to welcoming you to Millbrook Surgery.

Open Forum: Lyn Reid reported to the Council that the communications between EP are good. Lyn thanked the Council for attending the latest meeting and hoped it was informative, which the council agreed. Lyn suggested that we meet again, dates to be confirmed. Cllr B Lingard asked if any further work has been done to clear the paths around Grenville battery, Lyn couldn’t remember discussing this! Lyn is to contact Clerk with available dates for the next meeting.
Peter Davies asked why the planning application near the war memorial has not yet been determined by Cornwall Council. The Parish Council have no further information. The Chair suggested it was due to being under staffed. 
Mr M Skinner asked if there would still be public toilets in light of the new planning proposal for HM Coastguard. 

The council replied, there would still be toilet facilities. Mr M Skinner also had concerns about the caravan parked at the top of Earls Drive. The Parish Council have reported this issue. 
Mr I Murray asked if a grit bin can be installed beside the bus shelter because of the problems caused during the last icy conditions, the Council agreed. Action Clerk

248. Allocation of sub Committees and areas of report:- All councillors agreed the sub committee’s and areas of report. Vice Chair J Shepherd has given up Footpaths and Cllr S Gale-Burkett has taken on this area of report. 
249. Apologies for Absence:- Apologies received from Cllr A Huke, D Dyer and Cornwall Councillor G Trubody. Unanimously accepted by the Council.  
250. Declaration of interests from councillors on agenda item: - None received. 
251. County Councillors report: - The Clerk reported on behalf of Cllr G Trubody. Cllr G Trubody walked through the village with Paul Allen CC Highways to point out the problem drains. Paul Allen has reported there are plans to re- profile the surface and relay some of Military Road towards Wiggle. Cllr G Trubody also took him along Hats and Bonnets and wiggle to look at the state road left by the farmer. Paul Allen will be getting the diversion signs removed this week. Paul Allen informed Cllr G Trubody the caravan at the top of Earls Drive is not on the highway, therefore we need to inform Mount Edgcumbe Estates Manager.

252. Chairman’s announcements (for report only) :- Chairman C Wilton announced that New Road has now been reopened. Mount Edgcumbe country park have now got a parking meter at Rame head at the cost £1.00 a day. The swim buoys have now been moved to a better position. The Council had a meeting with Evolving Places and they had confirmed what Lyn Reid has said, they are having good ongoing dialog with RCT. With the Random Arms closing there appears to be less disruption.
253. Does the Council agree to fence and enclose the green play area Coombe Park? Due to excess dog fouling:- The Council does agree to fencing this area, but will consider costs at a further meeting. Action Chair. Chair agreed to look into bye laws for dog fouling in the Parish. Action Chair. 
254. Does the Council agree to look at the possibilities of employing the Torpoint town councils dog warden? If possible:- Proposed by Cllr A Carr and seconded by Cllr K Devonshire unanimously agreed by the  Council. The Council also felt that Cornwall Council had let the Parish Council down by withdrawing their dog warden Service level Agreement.  

255. Does the Council want to look at extending the swim buoy area?:- It was unanimously agreed by the Council they did not want to support this. It was suggested that the swimming group form their own committee. 
256. Report from Cllr K Devonshire regarding the Annual park inspection:- It was reported that the majority of the risks shown on the report were low or very low. Some of these risks will be repaired, Cllr K Devonshire to speak with Guy Bailey and report back to the Council. It was agreed to ask Guy to remove the rotten frame around the gate entrance. It was reported the grass needs cutting again and Cornwall Council are not doing a good job. The Report is available for anyone to inspect. 

257. Update from the Clerk regarding GDPR training:- GDPR comes into effect on 25th May, where any organisation who processes personal information will have a legal obligation to treat that information fairly and transparently and must be able to account for what we do, why and how we process personal information used, shared and stored. Central government haven’t as yet decided if the PC needs a separate DPO or the clerk will double up as a DPO. Fortunately checklists, privacy policies templates, I have received through the training, which I will be referring too, in time. All of our IT data is stored securely on the Cloud system. There will be slight tweaks to what we are already doing.
